It just
removes a part of us as a people and
whether you're doing it for your own
benefit or selfish reasons or you're
doing it for profit whatever it is,
greed or just because it's all about you, it
it's all the same to me, you don't have a
right to take those things. They belong
to all of us.

	We have to remember to do
the right thing by the resource and that
is if we think it's important enough to
put somebody into federal prison, then we
have an obligation to do the very best
science we can.

	Our victims here whether it's a past
culture or whether it's an artifact or
whether it's an archaeological site they
can't call nine-one-one they can't fill
out a complaint and so I have to be
their voice and I have to be able to
demonstrate how they've been hurt, and
how they've been damaged, how they've
been wronged.

So I understand people crimes take precedent, I get that, but I've had supervisors tell me point blank we're never going to stop this. It
happens all the time, we can't control it
we can't stop it, I don't know why we're
wasting our time

And my question is is we as an agency, if
we're about protecting cultural and natural
resources in perpetuity,
then why would we not dedicate time
to investigating ARPA crimes.

ARPA is our bread and butter
Much like Clean Water or the
Endangered Species or the Lacey Act is
to the Fish and Wildlife, ARPA is our
bread and butter.
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
