	How to Use this Worksheet 

	This document is intended to guide you in creating an educational plan for creating Learning Activities and Knowledge Park pages. It helps you to create an outline, sequences, structures, and instructional strategies needed to create educationally sound learning resources.

Things to consider: 
· Share this document with your program/content teams to get a consensus on the educational flow and content needed to support the development of the learning resource.
· Let your program/content teams know that this is an agile development process. You will find that once you start to build the learning resource, you may wish to modify the design and structure as you develop the resource.
· When you and your team have completed the design, move to the development phase using the CLP development templates.
· For Learning Activities, consider building out the first section. For Knowledge Park pages, consider building out the first topic as a prototype and use the Guided Evaluation Form to review the prototype. Prototyping will help identify any issues you may not have seen during the design phase. Modify the design as needed during the design and development phases.
